President’s Letter: Jim Scan lon (Winter ’76) 

In many ways, fall seems to be the time of new beginnings. For 
actives, it is the start of a new school year, full of excitement and 
promise. For alumni, it is the kickoff to the new football season and 
the chance to catch up with old friends in Blacksburg. For our 
Association, it is the start of the next phase of our Capital Campaign. 

The goal of the Campaign is to address critical projects at our house .  
We completed several major projects already. The new roof, porch, 
windows and paint were all needed on the outside. The interior 
renovation work included rooms in the attic and the upstairs 
bathroom. We replaced the furnace and added air conditioning, 
improving comfort and reducing operating costs. We installed a 
sprinkler system throughout the house to improve safety and reduce 
insurance costs.  

We still need to perform several important projects. The basement 
entrance stairs and door need replacement to improve safety and 
correct drainage problems. The kitchen needs renovation, and plans 
are being prepared for first floor restroom improvements. These 
projects will protect the health and safety of the house residents, 
improve our ability to attract new members, and ensure we will have 
our house  to return to for many years to come. 

Alumni tax-deductible contributions to the Rampant Lion 
Foundation/Sigma Alpha Fund pay for the ongoing capital 
improvements. All donations received to date have been spent, and 
we currently owe $75,000 in a short-term credit facility that we need to 
pay down with new contributions. Your annual $50 dues cover alumni operating expenses including newsletters, 
liability insurance, PO Box, etc.

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House renovations: Phase 3 ð first floor improvements 
House Committee Update: Dan Johnson (Spring ’74) 

In early April our contractor received the final 
approval from the Town of Blacksburg for 
renovations made to the second and third floors, as 
well as our new fire sprinkler system.  

With this inspection, the fraternity is allowed to 
ôoccupyõ the third floor rooms and has legal 
entitlement under the grandfathered zoning rules to 
house up to 16 residents as well as a total assembly 
occupancy of 152 persons (an òaverage crowdó by 
historical standards). 

We would like to thank Rick Hyatt and all the crew, 
subcontractors and suppliers of Atmosphere 
Builders for completing the job in a professional 
manner. The relationship weõve built with 
Atmosphere Builders will serve us in the future for 
additional work along with any miscellaneous 
repairs that may be required from time to time.   

Please visit our website to see ôbeforeõ and ôafterõ pictures as 
indication of our progress over the past few years. 

The next phase of work focuses on first floor restroom facilities, 
kitchen modifications and the construction of a new exterior 
basement entrance. Reynolds Architects recently completed design 
work, and we expect to file for a building permit in the coming 
months to ascertain any òzoningó issues regarding the plans.  

Actual construction will depend on the availability of funding from 
our Capital Campaign efforts.  First floor guest restroom facilities, 
built to quality commercial standards, are a long-awaited and 
much-needed addition to the house.  Final budget estimates for 
this and the other future work will be prepared over the next few 
months.

Immediate cash needs to cover renovation expenses already incurred is approximately $77,000. We have used a 
temporary bridge loan to cover the shortfall but that will not work on a long-term basis.
